Administrative Fines

In imposing administrative fines as sanction, the Council

shall be guided generally by the following factors and
considerations---

The need to be non-discriminatory and transparent in the
imposition of sanctions on different persons for similar
offences committed in identical circumstances

The circumstances of the contravention and in particular but
not limited to a consideration of whether or not the
contravention was deliberately, recklessly or negligently
committed by the contravening person, organisation or
institution

Any administrative fine imposed by the Council pursuant to
the Act, Regulations or license shall become due and payable
by the contravening person, organization or institution
within 14 days from the date of the receipt of the notification



Determination of License

Without derogation from the provisions of subsection (a) of
section 26, the Council may, as an alternative to license

revocation pursuant to the Act, Regulations or license
condition but solely at its discretion and wherever
applicable---

(i) Impose administrative fines

(i) Require that the licensee make such changes in its
management and operations as the Council may consider
necessary and within such time as the Council may specify; or
provided that where the Council determines that a members
license shall be revoked the Council may also impose
administrative fines



Definitions and Short Title

(a) “Council” means Computer Professionals (Registration
Council of Nigeria) established under section 1 of the Act

“Enforcement” means and includes all required acts for
ensuring compliance with or sanctioning the infringement of
any of the provisions of the Act, Regulations or license
condition

“Supervisory power” refers to the powers of the Council to

Introduction and Background

The Scale of Professional Charges is a framework
stipulating fees payable to IT practitioners for services
rendered and work done. It is not only for the financial
Interest of IT practitioners but also for clients and
Interest groups

The Scale of Professional Charges stipulates the
minimum scale of fees for all categories of
practitioners. The minimum scale rates would be
regularly reviewed. Practitioners are expected to
charge not less than the fixed minimum

Deriving Authority

Sections 1(2) and 18(1)(b) of the CPN
Act, empowers the CPN with
responsibility for the control and
supervision of the profession, as well as
the supervision and regulation of the
engagement of persons for the use of
computational machinery, IT and
techniques related thereto




Authority and Sanctions (contd.)
Review of Fees

In Section 1(2), and 18(1)(b) and
Section 2 of the First Schedule to the
Act, CPN Is required to bi-annually
review the guidelines for professional
fees and to publish the revised fees In
the Government Gazette




Authority and Sanctions (contd.)
Sanctions

These guidelines are for the guidance
of members and their clients.
Defaulters will be referred to the
appropriate committee. Practitioners
and clients should discuss and agree
on fees. Whatever Is agreed must be
documented In an engagement letter
